V glavnem
imamo dokumentirane dvokapne strehe. Hise so bile lahko tudi podkletene. Spodaj nekaj primerov
rekonstrukcij iz bronastodobne Monkodonje.




V posameznih kastelirjih je zivelo tudi prek 1.000 prebivalcev, sprva
neindoevropskega izvora, Stevilne migracije pa so tudi v tem casu povzrocile
etni¢na mesanja prebivalstva.

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Znacilno glasbilo bronastodobne
severne Evrope je pihalo
imenovano lur, doslej najdeno na
Danskem, Norveskem, Svedskem
ter v Latviji in severni Nemciji.
Podobna glasbila so izpricana v
bronastodobni Gréiji, pa tudi na
srednjeveski Islandiji. Raba je bila
brzkone obredna, pa tudi vojaska
(zastrasevanje, spodbuda), kot je
izpri¢ana v sagah. Podobni keltski
glasbili iz (najkasneje) zelezne
dobe sta bronasti pihali carnyx in
dord, pri cemer je bilo vsaj prvo
rabljeno v boju. V bronasti dobi so
izpri¢ani tudi kovinski zvoncki
oziroma kraguljcki.

Glasbeniki so pogosto
upodobljeni, npr. kipec trobentaca
(brez pihala) iz najdbe v Idriji pri
Baci. Sicer je bilo pri obredih in
sicerSnjem druzabnem zivljenju
pomembno petje (tudi pred
bojem), ples, ploskanje, bobnanje,
ropotuljanje, ipd.

> The Apennine culture (also called Italian Bronze Age) is a technology complex of central and southern Italy spanning the Chalcolithic and
Bronze Aﬁe proper. The Camuni were an ancient people of uncertain origin (according to Pliny the Elder, they were Euganei; according to

Strabo, they were Rhaetians) who lived in

Val Camonica - in what is now northern Lombardy - during the [ron"Age, although human groups of

hunters, shepherds and farmers are known to have lived in the area since the Neolithic.

> Located in Sardinia and Corsica, the Nuragic civilization lasted from the early Bronze Age (18th century BC) to the 2nd century AD, when the
islands were already Romanized. They taRse their name from the characteristic nuragic towers, which évolved from the pre-existing megalithic

culture, which built dolmens and menhirs. The nuraghe towers are unanimously considered the best preserved and largest megalithic remains in

Europe. Their effective use is still debated: some scholars considered them as monumental tombs, others as Houses of the Giants, other as
fortresses, ovens for metal fusion, prisons or, finally, temples for a solar cult. Around the end of the 3rd millennium BC, Sardinia exported

towards Sicily a Culture that built small d
dolmen of “Cava dei Servi”.

1 civilization in the area of what is now Pianura Padana (northern Italy) before the arrival of the
ived in square villages of wooden stilt houses. These villages were built on land, but generally near a

stream, with roads that crossed each other at right angles. The whole complex denoted the nature of a fortified settlement. Terramare were
widespread in the Pianura Padana (specially along the Panaro river, between Modena and Bologna) and in the rest of Europe. The civilization
developed in the Middle and Late Bronze Age, between the 17th and the 13th centuries BC.

> The Castellieri culture developed in Istria during the Middle Bronze Age. It lasted for more than a millennium, from the 15th century BC until
the Roman conquest in the 3rd century BC. It takes its name from the fortified boroughs (Castellieri, Friulian cjastelir) that characterized the

culture.

> The Canegrate culture developed from the mid-Bronze Age (13th century BC) until the Iron Age in the Pianura Padana, in what are now western

Lombardy, eastern Piedmont and Ticino. It takes its name from the township of Canegrate where, in the 20th century, some fifty tombs with

ceramics and metal objects were found. The Canegrate culture migrated from the northwest part of the Alps and descended to Pianura Padana

from the Swiss Alps passes and the Ticino.

> The Golasecca culture developed starting
Ticino where, in the early 19th century, al

from the late Bronze Age in the Po plain. It takes its name from Golasecca, a locality next to the
bbot Giovanni Battista Giani excavated its first findings (some fifty tombs with ceramics and metal

objects). Remains of the Golasecca culture span an area of c. 20,000 square kilometers south to the Alps, between the Po, Sesia and Serio
rivers, dating from the 9th to the 4th century BC.
